Noah	
  was	
  a	
  man	
  who	
  stood	
  alone	
  in	
  a	
  godless	
  culture,	
  a	
  man	
  whom	
  God	
  chose	
  to	
  be	
  the	
  father	
  of	
  the	
  “new	
  world,”	
  a	
  man	
  
who	
  found	
  favor	
   in	
  God’s	
  sight,	
  a	
  man	
  who	
  walked	
  with	
  God.	
  He	
  was	
  most	
   likely	
  ridiculed	
  for	
  building	
  the	
  ark,	
  especially	
  
since	
  it	
  had	
  not	
  rained	
  before.	
  Can	
  you	
  imagine	
  what	
  people	
  must	
  have	
  thought	
  about	
  Noah?	
  We	
  don’t	
  know	
  all	
  that	
  went	
  
through	
  Noah’s	
  mind,	
  but	
  we	
  do	
  know	
  that	
  he	
  was	
  faithful	
  to	
  do	
  what	
  God	
  asked	
  of	
  him.	
  (Genesis	
  6:22)	
  By	
  faith,	
  he	
  stood	
  
alone	
  in	
  obedience	
  to

  refused	
  to	
  listen	
  to	
  the	
  world.
