Genesis 5:22-24 

 “After he begot Methuselah, Enoch walked with God three hundred years, and had sons and daughters. So all the days of 

Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five years. And Enoch walked with God; and he was not, for God took him.” 

 

 

 
 
God is looking for not only a clinging bride but also a walking partner. From the very beginning, God had a relationship with 
Adam and Eve that found them "walking in the garden in the cool of the day" (Genesis 3:8). God created man for the 
enjoyment of a walking relationship that involved companionship, dialogue, intimacy, joint decision-making, mutual delight, 
and shared dominion.
